     5. NEW AND/OR REVISED ATTACHMENTS
Attach any new or revised attachments to the back of the amendment.

     6. SIGNATURES

For this amendment to be valid and prior to submittal to Dept of Finance and Administration, Contractor and Agency Director must sign and date where indicated. 

7. AGENCY CONTACT PERSON FOR QUESTION(S) REGARDING THIS CONTRACT

List name and title of Agency Representative who can answer questions concerning this amendment.  Provide name and address to who approved amendment should be mailed. 

      8. SOURCE OF FUNDS
Designate in the space provided the percentage from Federal, State, Cash, Trust and Other funds to be used in payment.  Indicate the source of any Federal, Cash, Trust or Other funds used.   If there is no change to the funding from the original contract, leave this section blank.
*REMEMBER –You must update the validity date in AASIS when your approved amendment is returned to you.  Upon completion of the AG release, please notify the OSP professional services section for the final SP release.
*NOTE – If the amendment puts the dollar amount above $25,000 an EEO policy must be included. Act 2157 of 2005 requires a contractor to provide their company EEO Policy for contracts greater than $25,000.
